
Project Update: May 2018 
 
Human-Jaguar Conflict: 
 

 In December 2017, our team and Daniel Corrales (Wild Cat-Cattle Conflict 
project’s coordinator for Panthera-Costa Rica) visited the farmers around 
Lomas de Sierpe, which is in the buffer area of Tortuguero National Park, Costa 
Rica, to establish what would be the first steps to try to mitigate jaguar 
predation upon livestock (Photo 01, 02, 03). 
 

 In March 2018 the anti-predation devices (lights and bells) arrived in Costa Rica 
(Photo 04). 

 
 In March 2018 we were able to provide the anti-predation devices to 12 farms 

(Photo 05 & 06).
